Title: Macroscopic fluctuations of discrete particle systems 
 
Abstract: Many particle systems of 2d statistical mechanics, random matrix 
theory, and asymptotic representation theory exhibit similar macroscopic 
asymptotic behavior leading to smooth limit shapes and log-correlated 
Gaussian fields. I will present two recent approaches to such theorems based 
on discrete loop equations and on Schur generating functions.
